On behalf of The Boeing Company, I m pleased to respond to your requesl for 
comments on a proposed : u h g  by the agency lhat would make available to the  
public ceitain civil pcnalties information. 

Boeing commends your agency for its commitment to malcing ics activicics more 
transparent. With respect to the public release of hformation about imposed 
penalties and agreed settlements, providing infomation about OFAC en forccment 
activities as they relate, for exampfe, to details of a pai-ticular violation could be 
helpful in hig.hljghthg compliance risk areas of which thc exporting community 
at large, and U.S. persons in general, may not be fully cognizant. Similarly, 
publishing infomiation about &he mount of an imposcd penalty or agreed 
settlement mighit promote awweRe$s snd encourage complhnccl. 

However, in comidering the public rolease of 1h.e name of individuals involved in 
civil penalty mailers, we urge you to consider the following: 

Agreed settlements rind i.mposed civil pendtiei are generally the result o l  
innocent violations or, at worst, si.tuations in which willfulness is not an 
issue; mclst often, h e y  result from a lack of knowledge or confusion about 
the regulatory requirements- 

One of the statutes governing implementation of the sanctions programs 
adrniiiismed and enforced by OFAC is the Trading with the Enemy Act. 
Public clisclosure of an individual’s name for an unintentional violation of 
that Act could have a particularly negative efkci on his or her repmation. 
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
