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MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT/INTERAGENCY AGREEMENT (MOA/IA)

I. PURPOSE

The purpose of this MOA/IA is to document the relationship between the Department of Defense’s (DoD’s) Central Contractor Registration (CCR) program and the Department of the Treasury (Treasury).  The Treasury requests vendor data collected by CCR for use in their internal procurement and financial processes.  Such data shall at a minimum satisfy the data requirements of the Standard Form 129 and Standard Form 3881.  This document discusses the services to be provided as well as the method by which Treasury will pay for them.

II.
AUTHORITY

This MOA/IA is entered into pursuant to the authority contained in the Economy Act, 31 U.S.C. 1535.  

The Department of the Treasury has determined the below two points as required by the Economy Act. (This paragraph shall constitute the Determination and Findings required by the Federal Acquisition Regulation, Subpart 17.503.)

a. The services provided pursuant to this MOA/IA cannot be obtained as economically or as conveniently directly from a private source.

DoD developed the CCR during the mid-1990s.  It was an alternative system to the numerous vendor databases that had arisen within DoD procurement and finance operations globally.  Through progressive refinements and global implementation within DoD in 1998, the CCR has evolved into the premier vendor database system in the federal government.  Due to the unique nature of the CCR database in capturing public, proprietary and sensitive data identifying an enterprise and defining all necessary electronic funds transfer data, no equivalent commercial database exists.  The cost of replicating the CCR system would cost millions of dollars, whereas Treasury annual costs to use the system will be approximately $120,000.  So, the cost of the system for Treasury is exceptionally economical compared to any other alternative.  Additionally, elements of Treasury have now been using the system successfully since December 2000.

b.   The IA is otherwise in the best interest of the United States Government.  

DoD, NASA, DOT, DOI and various other federal agencies have been successfully using the CCR system.  Nearly two-thirds of the federal government currently use it.  Industry originally was key to defining the need for CCR and supports it even more strongly today.  A Treasury Procurement CCR Business Case was developed during FY’01 that definitively cited numerous cost-effective gains for procurement and finance that could be achieved by uniform use of CCR.  Additionally, the June 8, 2001 letter of Mitch Daniels, OMB Director, regarding Bush Administration management initiatives for e-government, requires CCR implementation.  CCR functionality is better than any other alternative for efficiency and effectiveness of government and industry.  It has been made a mandatory component of the Integrated Acquisition Environment as the Integrated Vendor Profile Network by OMB.  So, the MOA/IA is in the best interest of Treasury and the government.

III.
SERVICES

The CCR, a program managed by the Defense Electronic Business Program Office, is a database of vendor information such as DUNS number, name, address, taxpayer identification number (TIN), bank account for electronic funds transfer, etc.  Vendors provide this information voluntarily in order to do business with the DoD and other user agencies.  The Defense Logistics Information Service (DLIS) operationally manages the CCR day-to-day and provides the data therein to approved DoD and Federal customers.  These data dissemination services include such things as CCR Tools (an on-line Web-based searching system) and database extracts.

The Treasury has requested to use Public, Proprietary and Sensitive extracts that are available from DLIS as well as use of CCR Tools.  The extract service will be provided as follows:

The CCR Tools service will be provided through public access and user ID’s/password access specific to the user for the Proprietary and Sensitive levels, subject to Treasury and DoD authorizations.

CCR will give Treasury 120 days advance notice before changing the CCR file format or data fields.  

The Treasury has signed appropriate non-disclosure agreements to receive this data and has been approved by the CCR Program Manager.

Services of the CCR Program will include but not be limited to the following:

a. Timely registration of Treasury CCR Tools users and maintenance of their accounts;

b. CCR Tools service and data extract services available 24/7/365 with a full system functional access availability of at least 99.9%;

c. Comprehensive database systems management;

d. DoD-specified security certification;

e. Disaster recovery and business resumption capability;

f. System backup and redundancy;

g. User group sponsorship (Federal Requirements Board) to ensure appropriate system corrections and enhancements have a forum in order that the system may be responsive to its users. 

h. One-time issuance of vendor notification letters for a total cost of $10,690 using a Treasury vendor database "scrubbed" by DoD to eliminate redundancies among Treasury organizations and the CCR database itself.

II. BASIS FOR REIMBURSEMENT

Federal agencies are charged for CCR dissemination of data services as a yearly subscription.  The initial subscription price is determined using an algorithm based on the proportion of unique DUNS numbers used by the agency during the latest fiscal year over the number of individual DUNS numbers used by the federal government during the fiscal year applied against the operational budget for CCR.  The source of the DUNS statistics is the Federal Procurement Data System, or its replacement system should that occur. The subscription charge for Treasury (including the OCC) for FY02 using this algorithm is $120,000.  Due to the February 1, 2002, start date of CCR service, the two-thirds prorated subscription amount for FY02 is $76,667, covering all Treasury except the OCC.  An additional $5,000 covering OCC for full-year FY02 CCR use is included.  A summary of all charges follows:

The cost for CCR services will be provided and stabilized "budget lead-time away" (2 years in advance) to facilitate customer budgeting.  CCR cost quotes will be provided to Treasury no later than December of any year for the fiscal year two years beyond.  For example, the new subscription cost for FY05 would be due by December of FY03 (i.e., December 2002), based on the latest FY data available from the FPDS, which might be FY01 data.)  

Prices will be reviewed and adjusted annually based on usage, but changes to the current year subscription cost will not be changed to the new algorithm results unless the variance is greater than 25%.  Any special processing requests will be priced separately.      

[Note:  The Office of Management and Budget or another authority may decide to purchase CCR dissemination services for the entire Federal Government in the future.  Should this occur during the period of this subscription, the Treasury subscription charge will be refunded only for the prorated unused period (whole months) and amount covered by the other funding.  However, future MOA/IA’s would not be required with Treasury while OMB or another authority funds its use.]

III. PROCEDURAL ARRANGEMENT

This MOA/IA with its included “accounting information” sections serves as the funding document for Treasury CCR services.  DLIS will bill against the financial data provided on this funding document.  This MOA/IA encompasses the full year’s subscription with a period of performance of 12 months (October  – September of the fiscal year).  A single IPAC funds transfer of the full funded amount shall occur during the first quarter of the fiscal year, or upon execution of the MOA/IA for the fiscal year if it should be later.   

IV. EFFECTIVE DATE

This MOA/IA is effective on 1 February 2002, to be renewed annually in advance of each fiscal year. 

V. TERMINATION

Either party may choose to terminate this service agreement at any time.  In the event that either party decides to terminate services, 30 days notice will be given to the Treasury Functional POC or the CCR Program Office, respectively.  The pro-rated amount for the remaining unused months of the year’s subscription will be refunded to Treasury.
