CCR Pilot Test Usage

Possible ways that the pilot test users could use CCR are given below.  Each user must determine what is practical and feasible for his/her own situation.

Procurement Pilot Testers

1. Confirm ACH Vendor/Miscellaneous Payment Enrollment Form information from vendors using CCR.

2. If acceptable for use with one’s Accounts Payable office and agreeable with the vendor, use the CCR printout data instead of the ACH form.  If the pilot tester contacts the vendor, he/she should ask what the vendor thinks of CCR if it has been previously used.

3. If the Procurement office does not normally serve as the conduit for the ACH data reaching Accounts Payable, then it could use the CCR during the pilot for ad hoc inquiries.

Accounts Payable Pilot Testers

1. Confirm ACH form data using CCR.  (It will not necessarily match if a vendor is not contracted to DOD, and, therefore, has let its CCR data become obsolete.)

2. In dire circumstances, use the CCR data when ACH data has not been provided.

3.
Confirm the ACH data of miscellaneous vendors in the Accounts Payable database.
